BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MINUTES

Workshop Minutes
At 8:40 a.m., Chairman Tom Beard started the District’s workshop to discuss possible changes to the District’s management plan and rules.  General Manager Conrad Arriola gave the Board the letter that was sent by the Texas Water Development Board detailing what changes the District needed to make in their management plan to successfully comply with the TWDB.  The General Manager went through the TWDB’s groundwater conservation district management checklist that the TWDB used to evaluate the District’s management plan and showed the Board what was deficient and incomplete in the management plan according to the TWDB.
After reviewing the checklist, the Board decided to read through the District’s management plan to see what areas in the plan needed to be updated.  Chairman Beard told the General Manager he would like the District to keep an updated checklist on the District’s goals that are listed in the management plan.  The General Manager informed the Board that the District is waiting on groundwater availability models(GAMs) from the TWDB, which will be completed in May, or early June according to TWDB staff.
Board Meeting Minutes
The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Brewster County Groundwater Conservation District was called to order by Chairman Tom Beard at 9:25 a.m.  A quorum was present.  Members of the Board present were:  Chairman Tom Beard, Mike Davidson, Tom Santry, Hiram Sibley, David Bynum and Rob Dean.  General Manager Conrad J. Arriola was also present.  
Chairman Beard declared that a quorum was present and the notice of the meeting had been posted as required by law.

3.  Approval of Minutes of Meetings of March 5, 2007
Chairman Beard asked the Board to review the minutes of the last meeting.  After review, the Chairman asked for a motion to approve the minutes.  Mr. Davidson moved to approve the minutes and the Mr. Dean seconded the motion.  The Chairman called for the vote, and the Board unanimously approved the minutes for March 5, 2007.
4.  Presentation from Logan Boswell, County Extension Agent-Ag/

     Rainwater Harvesting Project/Discussion and appropriate action

Logan Boswell by the request of the General Manager, informed the Board on their rainwater harvesting program.  He told the Board that rainwater harvesting is the collection and storage of rain from roofs or from a surface catchment for future use. The water is generally stored in rainwater tanks or directed into mechanisms which recharge groundwater.  He told the Board that his office had recently installed rainwater harvesting tanks at McDonald’s observatory.  The Chairman thanked Mr. Boswell for coming to the meeting and informing the Board on this program.  
5.  General Manager’s Report, Director’s Report

The General Manager told the Board that he had three new well applications for the month of March.  He stated that all of the wells had met the District’s spacing requirements and were ready of approval.  The General Manager thanked Logan Boswell, County Extension Agent-Ag, for stopping by and giving the Board information about rain water harvesting and continue support from his office.  

6.  Financial Report

Chairman Tom Beard prepared the District’s financial report for the month.  He stated the he had prepared the report in an easy to read, and understand format.  The General Manager told the Chairman he would continue to use this format in the future.  After reviewing the financial report, Tom Santry made a motion to approve the financial report, and Mr. Dean seconded the motion.  Chairman Beard called for the vote, and the Board voted unanimously to approve the financial report.  (Financial report will be attached to the minutes)
